360 and/or invert in a Canada Cup level course.

e Foreign athletes need to be registered by their National Ski Association and approved by
Freestyle Canada.

November 28 - all registration closes.

*all registered athletes must have an active FIS license.

e Canadian athletes are required to have a valid FC license (FIS athlete license with an active FIS
number).

® Coaches that represent a Canadian team are required to have a valid FC license and all
requirements related to its validation (background check, appropriate training, mandatory NCCP
modules).

e Officials, coaches and volunteers are required to have a valid FC license.

REFUNDS

coach or parent must notify the registration desk to inform the Event Registrar that the athlete is injured
and unable to ski. This must occur before the Team Captain’s meeting the day before the competition.
